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Development of Fire-Resistant Wooden Curtain Wall “Kantai Panel”
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In response to the growing demand for wood utilization, a fire-resistant wooden curtain wall called
“Kantai Panel” was developed in collaboration with Daiwa House Industry Co., Ltd. and Haganuma Seisaku
Co., Ltd. Kantai Panel is the first wooden curtain wall in Japan to obtain one-hour fire-resistance certification
and can be applied to “portions of buildings subject to the risk of fire spread” on any floor. Ministerial
certification was obtained in January 2025, and installation on a property was completed in May 2025.
